Common Photoshop Filters

e With Rose Art being an accepted Section within
our Master Schedule for a separate Division of
Photography in our rose shows, rose judges
and film photographers are going to be seeing
a variety of Photoshop (or equivalent) filters
being used to enhance rose photographs.



Why Become Familiar with
Photoshop Filters?

e When judges first look at a photograph that has
been computer manipulated, they should know
some of the more common enhancements, so
that discussion can center on the photograph
itself, and whether the manipulation enhances
or detracts, rather than arguing about how a
particular effect was achieved.

e All bets are off when multiple layers of filters
are used, but judges should know the common
filters when used one-to-a-photo.



Becoming Familiar with
Photoshop Filters

e The best way to do that is to take your own
photos and then manipulate them in
Photoshop or an equivalent photo editing
software program.

£ Short of that, this presentation is going to show
some examples of commonly seen filters. In
this presentation, only one filter will be applied
per photo.
